leader told Reuters.
Appliances including tele-
visions, refrigerators and
washing machinesare madeat
the plant, which contributes
20% to 30% of Samsung Elec-
tronics’annual revenue of $12
billion in India. Tamil Nadu’s
labour minister CV Ganesan
held talks with union repre-

sentatives and Samsung offi-
cials in a bid to resolve a strike
which has disrupted the plant
near Chennai for four days.
Hundreds of workers are
seeking higher wages in one of
biggest incidents of industrial
unrest in recent years . “They
(Samsung management) asked
ustostop striking,butwouldn’t
recognise the union or talk to
us,so the strike continues,’ said
union leader E Muthukumar.
